 Aims	  Next year, 35 members of the Royal Air Force and several members of the British Army’s Royal Engineers are planning a high profile project called “Project 104”. This project aims to build a replica Prisoner of War Camp Accommodation Hut to be located at the Great Escape Museum in Zagan, Poland (formerly in Germany). Background	  As you may be aware, the original Hut was symbolised in the epic World War II film “The Great Escape”. Hut 104 (Barrack 104) concealed the entrance to the Tunnel “Harry”.  In March 1944, 76 extremely brave and mainly Royal Air Force personnel successfully escaped. Tunnel Harry measured over 28 feet down and 365 feet in length and was dug with hand made tools, cutlery and even by the escapees bare hands.





Our Request   We are looking to gain sponsorship for this charity project as a partnership with a company. In order for us to carry out this project, a financial burden of approximately £30,000 is placed upon us which we cannot cover alone.
