On the 17 Sept 2007 members of the RAF cycling association from various bases across Eng-
land, descended upon Seacote campsite in St Bees head, Whitehaven for the Coast to Coast. 
We all started to arrive about 1600 hrs; it was cold and blowing a gale. Once we introduced our-
selves and set up the tents, it was soon time to head off for a few pints. 
 
 

 
The Seacote hotel looked promising for a few, however when we got there two people were play-
ing pool in virtual darkness, alarm bells rang! This hotel wasn’t open for business; it looked like a 
spitting image of Faulty Towers. Eventually we arrived at the local in St Bees, very quaint with a 
Laurel and Hardy theme going on. Sam handed out maps and briefed us all on the forthcoming 
events, which were going to take place over the next three days. Many stories were exchanged 
and many a beer drunk, before we knew it, it was time to leave this warm environment and head 
back for a brew. We were to face one cold night in the tents with temperatures dropping below 
two degrees.   
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An early start was had by all, especially the lads with the trailers. A good breakfast to start the 
day, tents away and we were ready to go. A group photo before we set off, minus the self-
sustained group who had to leave an hour earlier than the rest to gain some ground. The rest of 
us left at 0900 hrs. A few problems occurred initially with the route heading out of St. Bees, how-
ever eventually we found our bearings and promptly got back on track in the right direction. A 
gentle pace to start off with, staying in one big group. It felt really good that our journey had be-
gun. As the morning progressed and people started settling into their own pace’s the group began 
to split into three groups.  
 
Our first real climb was continuous for three miles, granny ring set for some of us for most of the 
ascent. There was another two miles with some off road, until we reached the Whinlatter forest 
café for a well deserved hot chocolate and cake to recharge the batteries.  After lunch we decided 
to split ourselves up into three groups. We headed off towards Keswick which meant for our 
group, the intermediates, we had to stop so that Padre could buy himself a woolly hat for his sec-
ond night of camping. 
 
On our way out of Keswick we 
decided it’d be fun to go the 
wrong way and travel a fair few 
miles down an old disused rail-
way line. Finally we realised we 
were on the wrong route and 
with the navigational skills of 
Paul our ‘pilot’ leader who took 
us the wrong way in the first 
place got us back on track and 
joined the Old Coach Road. 
 
We would rather have taken 
another detour after we set 
eyes on the route but off we 
went to start our climb up the 
Old Coach Road. About three 
quarters of the way up I men-
tioned to our illustrious leader 
Paul that somebody with a bright yellow top was down, right at the bottom of the hill. Without a 
second thought he hurtled down to see if, who he thought was Padre, was ok. To his displeasure 
when he got to the said person wearing the yellow top it was not Padre, because he was near the 
top of the hill with the rest of our group. Yellow jacket safely packed into his bag. We finally re-
grouped after Paul made his way up the old coach road for his second climb. Once he got his 
breath back we all set off again for the nice downhill run all the way down to Ullswater. We skirted 
the lake for the final few miles of the day until we reached our destination Pooley Bridge, where 
we were to camp overnight. On arrival at the campsite it was pleasing to see that our support 
drivers had put up everyone’s tents for them. After a quick revitalising shower and bite to eat it 
was off to the pub for the remainder of the evening.  
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The day started with miserable fine rain as we were all trying to sort ourselves out, get breakfast 
and pack away our tents. Once again the group with the trailers left well in advance of the rest of 
us.  
 
Once we were all ready to go we set off from the campsite heading for Penrith. Our legs were 
aching but after a few miles we began to feel human again. After arriving and passing through 
Penrith we began with a challenging climb up (what we decided was) mainly unrideable terrain. 
With the weather getting worse, the rain falling heavier and the clouds in our face we finally set 
eyes on the Hartside Café at the highest point of our trip. Nestled at 607 metres we found it a 
rather strange place for a café but a most welcoming sight when you’re cold, soaked wet through 
and your energy levels at near zero. 
 
The open fire was roaring but there was no room to feel the heat as the faster group had already 
arrived and were drying their kit and themselves. After about an hour, we were well fed and wa-
tered, and some of our kit a bit drier than when we arrived , we set off again knowing that we still 
had about 50 miles to go. We ate up the miles without too much hassle, apart from one puncture. 
We conquered some steep climbs and finally reached a ‘welcome to Northumberland’ sign. This 
lifted our spirits as we were now in another county. A big downhill run on the roads, where a 
horse bolted out of nowhere and nearly took out the group, led us into Allensheads. We met up 
with the trailer group and all stopped off at a café in the village (the Trailer group caught you up 
you mean!! – Ed). 
 
After a quick pit stop we climbed out of the village as one big group. A long flowing run down a 
road took us to the bottom of our final climb of the day at Rookhope. We stopped at the bottom of 
the hill to regroup and have a five minute breather before we set off. When we stopped I tried to 
remove my foot from my pedal but to no avail. I was stuck good and proper to my bike. Everyone 
found this quite comical as they were freely walking around. I eventually got my foot free and 
found that my cleat had come loose and I had lost a screw. Luckily one of the lads in the trailer 
group had a spare set of cleats, so I sorted myself out and we were then all ready for the off. 
We climbed for a while until we reached the top where we found there to be an old monument 
type thing. After a few photos we were 
 off again, down Waskerley Way, a 
narrow rut cut into the surrounding 
heather, just wide enough to ride 
through. After an enjoyable few miles 
we joined a bridleway which took us all 
the way into Consett , our final destina-
tion of the day. A steep downhill road 
took us into the campsite where luckily 
for us the support drivers had again 
put our tents up for us. 
After sorting ourselves out and waiting 
for the other group to arrive we loaded 
up the minibus and went to the local 
Indian for a curry and a few well de-
served beers. 
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After packing up in the morning, the big downhill road that led us into the campsite the previous 
day, we now had to climb to get us back on track for our final day’s journey into Newcastle. It was 
fast bridleways for the first 15 miles or so until we reached the city. We followed the coast to 
coast signs along the Tyne where we again met up with the trailer group (who had stopped for a 
coffee – Ed). We all amalgamated into one big group again and set off for the final push at quite a 
fast pace, as fast as our weary legs could pedal, all the way to Tynemouth’s north pier where our 
trip was to end.  
 
On arriving at the finish everybody felt pleased with themselves at what they had accomplished, 
looking forward though, to next year when we can hopefully do it all over again.

Simon Harrison (RAF Shawbury), Dan Lewis (RAF Marham) and Neil Richardson (RAF Cottes-
more), teamed up once more to become kings of the night whilst racing at the Marin Dusk til 
Dawn endurance mountain bike race at Thetford Forest over the weekend of 6/7 Oct. The three-
some was followed by two further RAF teams, who both claimed joint 21st! 

The first of these teams included , Bryan Crossman from the Tornado Maintenance School at 
RAF Marham and Tim Watson from 216 Sqn, RAF Brize Norton. 
 
Team RAF was composed of Sam Bennett (DCAE Cosford), Gareth Bufton (DCAE Cosford), Kev 
Whitakker (DCAE Cosford). 

In the pairs section, Mark Holliday (RAF Coningsby), riding as part  of a joint civilian and RAF 
team, stormed over the finish line after completing 12 laps taking 25th place.   
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RAF cyclists Simon Harrison, from RAF Shawbury, and Neil Richardson, from RAF Cottesmore, 
put in a stunning performance over the weekend of 29/30 Sep 07 to place first and second re-
spectively in the the mega-tough 8 hour Cheddar Bikefest in Somerset.

Along with this three man ‘RAFCC1’ team, was a four 
man ‘RAFCC2’ team and entries from ‘Me & My Fat Mates’ in the 3’s, featuring Bryan Crossman, 
Tim Watson and guest rider Ric Holmes,  with Mark Holliday & Navy Dan racing in the pairs. 
 
 Dan Lewis went off for RAFCC1 like a bullet out of a gun, finding himself in the front five with 
the pros! Following his lap his legs felt like jelly, but it was all worth it as it gave us a great head 
start over team Torq! During the next few hours the whole team worked well to not only hold on 
to, but increase the lead over Torq to a few minutes - no time to relax though, as a puncture or 
major crash would have seen us rapidly overtaken! As the darkness deepened and thick fog re-
duced the visibility down to barely a few metres in places, team Torq had a major mechanical al-
lowing us to stretch our lead to over 25 minutes. This put the race in the bag; it was now just a 
case of lapping consistently and not crashing!! As the race finished RAFCC1 came in 1st, nearly 
35 minutes ahead of team Torq, with ClimbonBikes following them in 3rd.   We defended our title; 
a great result and a truly awesome race! 
 
RAFCC2 had a hugely successful night coming in a very commendable 21st in the fours cat 
notching up 12 laps.  Things looked in doubt in the build up to the race as Sam Bennett seemed 
to be spoilt for choice on which bike to 1. build and 2. race, only to change his mind while every-
one was out pre-riding the course!!  Having finally decided on the Rocky Mountain he then could 
not praise his dinky new light enough, a top combination of bike rider and kit. 
 
Me and my Fat Mates enjoyed a great event, Ric Holmes making not only his debut in racing 
terms, he’d only been riding off road ‘proper’ once, and that was at night!  He’d never ridden a 
bombhole until the pre-rides and then he was blessed with four of them (or was it 5??).  Things 
were going well to start with until Ric started having saddle trouble.  It kept working loose and let-
ting him know in a fashion that would have any man on his knees.  Saddle secured he was able 
to carry on, helping the team to a fantastic 21st in the Team 3 cat. 
 
In the Pairs cat  3 Monkeys and a Chimp alias Mark Holliday and Daniel Wood (Navy Dan) 
worked tirelessly through the night, switching strategies from single laps to double laps in be-
tween change-overs.  Mark was trialling some sort of half singlespeed / half geared arrangement 
for the night (please explain Mark, I’m stuck—Ed).  Navy Dan spent most of the night with a mas-
sive grin on his face as he stuck the laps in and was obviously enjoying himself in the woods that 
night.  12 laps later and the guys came in an exceptional 25th in amongst a tight bunch.
