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RAF INDOOR CLIMBING CHAMPIONSHIPS - RULES

FORMAT OF COMPETITION

1.
Four routes will be set for the competition, as follows:

	ROUTE

	1
	Up to VS Qualification Route

	2
	HVS/E1 Qualification Route and VS Climb Off

	3
	E2 Qualification Route

	4
	Championship Climb Off Route


2.
There will be a qualification climb for all 3 categories, up to VS, HVS/E1 and E2.  The top 6 competitors from the VS qualification route will climb off in their own final on the HVS/E1 route.  The top 3 from the HVS/E1 and E2 qualification climbs will climb the championship final route for the overall winner.  Isolation will only be used during the championship climb off.

3.
All other prizes, eg Team and Veteran will be calculated from the placings in the overall competition.

4.
The bouldering competition will run in the bouldering room throughout the day and will be scored on a ‘buddy, buddy’ basis.

ELIGIBILITY

5.
The championships will be treated as an RAF sporting competition, as such eligibility will be in accordance with Reference B.  A basic outline of the guidance in Reference B is given below:

a.
The following individuals are eligible to compete in the RAF Championships on an individual basis and for their unit.  They are also eligible for the RAF team to be entered into the Inter Services Championship.

i.
Regular Service personnel.

ii.
RAF University Cadets on permanent engagement.

iii.
RAF University Bursars who are members of the Reserve Forces.

iv.
Reserve Force personnel on Full Time Reserve Service (FTRS) and Additional Duties Commitment (ADC) terms of Service.

b.
Officers, other ranks and ratings of the Royal Navy, Army and Foreign Forces serving with the RAF for not less than 28 days are permitted to climb for the unit to which they are attached.  However they are not eligible for the individual competition.

c.
MOD Civilians may climb for their permanent unit but are not eligible for the individual competition.

6.
In addition individual RAFMA members who are not members of the service will be eligible to compete.  In the event that an individual in this category wins the male or female event the champions will be split into overall winner and RAF Champion in accordance with individuals status.

COMPETITION RULES

7.
All rules developed in accordance with Reference A.

8.
Each competitor will be deemed to have started their attempt when both feet have left the ground.

9.
A time limit will be set for each route.  When the route time has elapsed the Chief Judge will stop the competitor and measure the highest hold touched/held.

10.
A competitor may downclimb at any time but must not return to the ground.

11.
A competitor’s attempt will be deemed to have ended in the event of any of the following:

a.
A fall.

b.
Exceeding the permitted time.

c.
Crossing over the permitted boundries for the route.

d.
Failing to clip the belay points (runners) in the correct order.

e.
Returning to the ground.

f.
Use of artificial aid.

12.
Height measurement will be judged as follows:

a.
Only holds used by the hands shall be considered.  As determined by the Chief Judge, a hold that is ‘held’ shall be considered as having a higher ranking than a hold that is ‘touched’.

b.
A hold that is ‘held’ shall be given the height of the hold with no suffix.

c.
A hold that is ‘touched’ shall be given that height with a minus (-) suffix.

d.
A hold which is ‘held’ and from which a climbing movement is made in the interest of progressing along the route shall be given that height of the hold ‘held’ with a plus (+) suffix.

13.
In the event of competitors reaching the same point as defined in para. 10, the competitor who reached that point in the least time will be given the higher placing.

14.
In the event of an individual falling off before clipping the first runner, they will be given one chance to restart the climb.

15.
If a tie exists after the climb off a countback system will be used in order to establish the correct ranking.

BOULDERING COMPETITION

16.
The bouldering competition will take place throughout the day and will be scored on a ‘buddy, buddy’ system.  Individuals will be marked by another climber from a different unit.

a.
A total of 15 problems will be set.

b.
An attempt is judged to have started when both feet leave the ground.

c.
Each competitor will have a maximum of 3 attempts at each problem.

d.
The problem is judged as complete when the climber is holding the final hold, in control.

e.
Points will be awarded as 10 for completion on 1st attempt, 7 on 2nd and 3 on 3rd.
