	ITEM 2 - MATTERS ARISING FROM THE LAST EC MEETING
	

	
	

	2.       SMP/RCP Qualifications.  The feasibility of running a separate 1 week training course in 2008 had been investigated.  Capel Curig Trg Camp had been approached to accommodate up to 6 personnel on a one week RCP Training course w/c 7 Apr and 28 Apr 2008.  Confirmation of the reservation could not be substantiated until 8 weeks prior to the event date due to the “priority of application” booking system. 
	

	
	

	3.       Cmd Response to SMP/RCP.  The use of the JS Mountain Training Centres (JSMTC) for RAFMA to deliver RCP and SMP courses would not be possible as the JSMTCs are committed to delivering formal training courses.  Moreover, Stn FD sections have no resources to deliver JSAT proficiency courses.  Cmd’s view is that RAFMA should consider using its own in-house resources such as the TDO and JSAT qualified members to deliver SMP and RCP.  JSMTCs have reduced the number of proficiency courses available to concentrate on the delivery of more top end qualifications; such as Ldr and Instructor awards.  The overarching aim is to encourage those personnel holding JSAT qualifications to deliver JSAT courses through Distributed Training.

	8.    Proposed Norway Trip.  Aspiration to run a trip to Norway in Spring 08 was changed to Jul/Aug 08 to de-conflict with the Makalu expedition. The initial proposals was to conduct a 2-week expedition comprising of two teams: one team to conduct mountain walking in the Jotunheimen/Romsdalen areas, which have the three highest summits in Norway: Galdhopiggen (2465m), Glittertind (23985m) and Storen (2350m) the latter a mountaineering classic.  The other team would climb Stetind (1357m) and other prominent peaks in the Nordland area near Narvik. This latter peak is Norway’s National Mountain and the main aim of this team would be to explore and make mountaineering ascents of those challenging peaks in this region.  It would be a great opportunity for members with minimum mountaineering and alpine mountaineering experience to attend and gain valuable experience in a new area.  Additionally, one of the main objectives of the expedition would be to run Distributed Training depending on instructor availability.  Interested participants would be encouraged to contact Dave Howie or Mark Catt through the forum page on the website.

The formal reply is that most of the PEd AT Specialisation are employed within formal AT trg centres or on units that deliver a formal AT element within a set trg syllabus i.e. RAF Honington, Shawbury, Linton on Ouse.  There is no capacity for these units to deliver proficiency courses. The Stn ATI posts are usually 50% tasked on AT and have a lot of different areas of responsibilities.  However they are encouraged, as are all JSAT qualified Instructors, to deliver proficiency courses were possible. The delivery of all proficiency courses are the collective responsibility of all JSAT instructors.
