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RAFMA SUBSCRIPTIONS AND BENEFITS

Civil Liability Insurance.  As Club members of the BMC, UK-resident RAFMA members have worldwide cover (up to a limit of £10 million for any one event) for any civil liability associated with climbing/mountaineering as a hobby.  (This insurance – as with all other BMC insurance – does not apply when on duty).  As an example, if you were weekend climbing off-duty and dropped a piece of rock or protection on a third party who then decided to sue you, the liability cover would apply.
BMC Membership Card.  A BMC membership card entitles you to discounts at several outdoor stores.

Membership Magazine.  You will receive the BMC’s membership magazine, ‘Summit’, once a year.
