The event is organised by the Royal Air Force Mountaineering Association (RAFMA) and as in previous years the event requires the help of the competitors and spectators alike to make it a success. To raise the profile of RAF sports climbing through the medium of a competitive meet and to find this year’s best indoor climber.  The competition will also be used to select the team that will represent the RAF at the Interservice Indoor Climbing Championships, set to take place in June 2009.
EXECUTION

Outline.  There will be 2 categories within the competition, lead climbing and bouldering.  There will be no isolation for any of the competitors.  Competitors may enter one lead climbing class and the bouldering competition.  The Event Referee and Head Judge will be Mandy Holmer.  A full description of the championship conduct and the rules can be found on the RAFMA website under the ‘activities’ link.

Bouldering.  In the bouldering category 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed competitors.

Trophies and Prizes will be presented at the end of the competition at a prize giving ceremony.  Competitors are encouraged to remain for the prize giving.

Timing.  The event will open at 0830 and will finish at approximately 1700 after the presentation of prizes.  The full program for the event is given at Annex A.

Running order.  A full list of competitors will be available on the day of the event.  The order in which competitors climb will be drawn on the day of the competition.  Nominated officials will carry out the belaying duties.

ADMINSTRATION
7.
Security.  The Warehouse is a public facility and but will be closed to the public during the competition.  It is imperative that all competitors and spectators are security conscious.  The following restrictions have been imposed:

a.
No uniform to be worn.

b.
No ‘green’ military transport to be used, white fleet vehicles are permitted.

A MOD identity card will be required for registration.  Spectators must be vouched for by military personnel.

Accommodation.  Where accommodation is required for the night of Wednesday 24 Mar 09, competitors will be accommodated at the Warehouse.  A sleeping bag will be required.  Breakfast can be purchased from the Warehouse Café on the following morning.  Competitors arriving on 24 Mar 09 are welcome to use the bar at the Warehouse in the evening, but as route setting and event preparation will be taking place, the climbing wall will be out-of-bounds.

Transport.  Duty travel (subject to local budgetary constraints) has been authorised for this event.  Cost of travel is admissible for those personnel in accordance with QR 2484(5) or (6).  The Admin Order is to be used in reference on all warrants and claims, together with your Station/Unit UIN.  Please note that when 2 or more team members are travelling from the same unit by car, then cars must be shared to the maximum whenever possible.  Please check with your budget office/MT before travelling.
10.
Parking.  There is no specific parking allocated for the event.  Parking is available in the town centre and nearby (100yds) at the docks.  Personnel in service MT are reminded to comply with full security checks and procedures as per unit MT Orders.

11.
Directions.  The Warehouse is in the ‘Docks’ area of Gloucester next to the Marina.  Location information is at Annex B.  Directions are also available on the Warehouse Climbing Wall Website (www.the-warehouse.co.uk).

12.
Equipment.  It is the competitor’s responsibility to provide his/her own UIAA approved sit harness and rubber soled rock boots for the event.  Climbing helmets and chalk bags are optional.  Full body harnesses, training shoes, walking boots and any hard-soled footwear will not be allowed.  Harnesses and rock boots can be hired from The Warehouse.  All ropes, leading hardware and belay devices will be provided for the competition.
